A Tsinghua University student's online stories have moved many people to tears. The student was not ready to spend and really careful with his money. With the help of study grants(助学金) and scholarships（奖学金） , he overcame many difficulties in life and also made up his mind to give back to society in return.
According to the student’s record, he was awarded a total of 13,000 yuan through a scholarship and subsidy(补贴) for poverty-hit recipients(贫困生). Besides tuition（学费） and other fees, he was left with just 6,500 yuan, which covered all his expenses（费用） in a year. “Sealed book” reopens
         
After 38 years, a classic Chinese animated(动画) film has been on again. On November 5, the 4K version of The Legend of Sealed Book（《天书奇谭》） came out. The film, first shown in 1983, shows many ways of traditional Chinese culture.
Adapted（改编） from the Chinese story, Legends of Conquering Monsters（《平妖传》）, The Legend of Sealed Book tells the story of Yuangong who works in heaven. He finds a book with amazing tricks（法术） and wants to pass the book to humans. But three fox spirits take it away and do bad things to humans after learning the tricks. Then Yuangong and a boy called Dansheng fight against them.
The film is really special and famous for there are so many Chinese elements(要素) in it. For example, the look of the three fox spirits comes from Peking Opera makeup. The waters and mountains are in the style of traditional Chinese ink wash paintings（水墨画）. The gardens and palaces are inspired（启发） by China’s ancient buildings.
China’s first ink wash animation actually came out in 1960. The film Little Tadpole（蝌蚪） Looking for Mummy has all the elements of the animals, plants and rocks drawn with ink and brush.
The animators learned from the great artist Qi Baishi. They used different kinds of lines and shades of colors to bring everything to life.
The film is only about 15 minutes long, but it took lots of work. Without computers, the animators had to draw everything by hand. One second of animation needed 24 pictures. To save time, the clever artists stamped（印） the tadpoles’ bodies on paper with a special seal（印章）. Then, they drew the tails.
From then on, ink wash animations became popular in China. Now, animators are mixing ink wash painting with computer technology. For example, Fog Hills of Five Elements（《雾山五行》）, which came out in 2020, is in the ink wash style. It’s about five elemental envoys（使者） fighting against evil（邪恶）.
In an interview with China Youth Daily, Lin Hun, the director of Fog Hills of Five Elements, explained why he used such a style. “It can best stand for our Chinese animation,” he said.
